Badge Pickup Policy
All members who plan to be present at the Scottish Events 
Campus (SEC) in Glasgow, Scotland, should plan to bring 
some form of identification, preferably with a photograph, 
that will be used to help speed the verification process and 
distribution of badges, so that members may get on with the 
important business of attending the 82nd World Science Fiction 
Convention. The name on the identification must match the 
official name in the Clyde registration system. 

In general, individuals are expected to pick up their badge in 
person and only for themselves. This is meant to help mitigate 
loss of any member’s badge in the process of getting the badge 
to the member. 

Domestic partners and carers may pick-up their partner’s/
caree’s badge, but only with both that person’s identification 
and a signed letter of consent from that person (which will be 
retained by Glasgow Registration Staff).

Parents may pick-up badges for teenage members and child/
infant ticket holders, however, it is preferred that the teenager/
child be present at Registration.

Day tickets can only be picked up on the first day for which the 
ticket(s) is(are) purchased.

Staff badges and Dealer Hall Passes will be distributed 
separately. Pick up instructions will be communicated directly to 
those individuals. 

Badge Replacements
Lost badges at any Worldcon are inevitable. Members go to 
many different places within and outside of Convention venues 
and may participate in many activities where one may lose their 
badge. Given that admission to some of the Convention venues 
requires members to present/wear their badges, the Convention 
must also consider what policy they wish to have regarding lost 
badges.

The primary reason for the Badge Replacement Policy is so that 
the members are aware that a process exists for replacement, and 
how, if necessary, to obtain a replacement badge.
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Closely tied to the policy is the concept of a Badge Replacement 
Fee. This is typically an amount less than the initial price of 
the lost badge, but substantial enough to encourage the 
membership to keep close track of their badges to avoid 
accruing additional cost. It also serves to discourage potentially 
fraudulent behaviour on the part of members claiming to have 
“lost” their badge to obtain a second badge, enabling a member 
to give the second to an associate.

It is the function of the On-site Registrar to exercise their best 
judgement in the application of the policy and replacement fee.

All found badges should be turned in to Convention Operations 
or to Registration.

Badge Replacement Policy:
1.	 If a member loses or temporarily misplaces their badge, they 

should first check with the Information Desk and inquire if 
someone has turned in the lost badge. If this occurs after the 
Information Desk has closed for the day, they should go to 
Convention Operations.

2.	 If the Information Desk (or Convention Operations) does 
not have the lost badge, the member should proceed 
to Registration to inquire if someone has turned in the 
lost badge.

3.	 If Registration does not have the lost badge, the member 
should request a replacement from Registration staff. 
Registration staff will then use Clyde to verify that the 
requesting individual is a member (and what type of 
member) and collect the determined replacement fee 
before issuing a replacement badge of the appropriate type 
and reprinting/affixing the name label. Replacement fees 
have been published in a separate table.

The replacement fee may be refunded, with the approval of 
the Treasurer, should the member find their lost badge and 
return the second badge to Registration before Registration 
closes on 12 August, 2024. Reimbursement amounts are based 
on the amount of time the badge was lost, and are published 
in a separate table. Reimbursements will be issued after the 
Convention by the Treasurer.

It is recommended that once a Badge Replacement Policy has 
been determined, a public announcement be made through 
social media and be published on the Convention website.

Lost staff badges may only be issued by Registration, during 
Registration hours, with Division Head approval. Convention 
Operations will have generic staff badges which may be used 
after hours if urgently needed.
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Facilities
ATMs
There are three ATMs in the SEC, one connected to the small 
shop, which charges for withdrawals, and two on the main 
concourse with no charge.

In addition, there is an ATM in the Crowne Plaza hotel, which also 
charges for withdrawals.

Opening times
The SEC building will be open from 09:00 each day to 02:00 
the following morning, Thursday through Sunday. The SEC 
building will close earlier on Monday after the Closing Ceremony. 
Convention halls will open at 10:00.

Fan Bar in the Crowne Plaza will open at 11:00 each day of 
the Convention (noon on Sunday) and will close at 02:00 the 
following morning. The Fan Bar will also open before the start of 
the Convention on Wednesday night at 18:00.

Cloakroom
There is a cloakroom in the SEC, which charges a small fee per 
item (£2) where you can leave coats or bags.

Food & Drink
On the public concourse through the middle of the SEC there is 
a bar/restaurant called Clydebuilt. There is a small shop selling 
confectionery, newspapers, and sandwiches. The Clydebuilt also 
contains a deli/bakery. These are all open to the general public.

There will be a number of food trucks and a bar situated in Hall 
4, only open to attendees of the convention.  Bars will close at 
01:00 to allow people to finish their drinks and exit the building 
before 02:00.

All the hotels on site (Crowne Plaza, Village, Campanile, Radisson 
Red, Hilton Garden Inn, Moxy, and Courtyard) have bars and 
restaurants which will be open to all. In addition, we will have 
a dedicated Fan Bar in the Crowne Plaza in the Argyll Foyer. 
The Fan Bar will also open before the start of the Convention, 
Wednesday night at 18:00.

Parties will be in SEC Hall 4, Thursday through Sunday evenings. 
The Dead Dog party will be in the Crowne Plaza on Monday 
evening starting at 20:00.

Displays
Completing the triangle of the AD&D division is the Display area.

We are all fans, and at G24, we recognise that above all else.  As 
you come into Hall 4 from the concourse, you’ll either be greeted 
by a Batmobile and a space probe, or if you come a little further 
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down the hall, you’ll find the dedicated Fan Zone.  Here you’ll 
find more than thirty fan societies and clubs, a dedicated Fan 
Lounge with comfortable seating and decoration, and all the 
party tents for the evening sessions.

The Eye of the Storm
We know that Worldcons are tiring, so we developed the 
concept of the Eye of the Storm, a place in the middle of the 
hall, designed to be quieter and calmer than all the other areas.  
Within this area, you’ll find the Teen Lounge, the Parents and 
Toddlers Area, the Freebies zone (with comfortable seating to 
ponder over which things to take), and the Brian Aldiss Exhibit, 
a display of many pieces of artwork and writing from the master 
and a chance to see his desk and bookcases in person.  

Right in the middle of the Eye of the Storm are two special 
features, surrounding the Tree of Worldcon.

The first of these exhibits is Terri Windling and the wildness of 
Dartmoor, a stunning display from Terri and ten other artists 
showcasing the beauty and unspoiled wonder of the moors.

The second is the memorial wall, but unlike previous years, this 
is now the “Wish You Were Here” wall.  Representing the past, 
the present, and the future, it will have three different walls with 
three different purposes. 

The past will have the names of all those who have sadly left us 
as a remembrance of how much we miss them.  

The present will have a number of cards and pens to write down 
the names of those that are still with us, who could not be with 
us in person, so that they can be there in sight if not in body.  
Anyone bringing photographs is more than welcome to put them 
up on the wall.  

The future is for those who have not yet been to a Worldcon, but 
who we would want to see with us when next we all meet.  Again, 
there will be card and pens to write names and messages upon 
the wall.

The Tree of Worldcon
As part of Terri Windling’s exhibit, we are also placing a live tree 
in the middle of the hall and will have a number of ribbons to 
tie around the branches of the tree as a thought for the future, 
a loved one, or something that we’re thankful for.  There will be 
enough ribbons for everyone to be able to tie their thoughts to 
the tree, and, in the aftermath of the convention, the tree already 
has a new home waiting in the gardens of one of our volunteers 
so that the thoughts left there will live on.

These things are only a small example of the things that we have 
available in Halls 4 and 5, we urge you to come along and find 
out just how much we’ve put in there for you.  

Food Trucks
In addition to the variety of food and drink available outside 
the SEC, we have made provision (no pun intended) for the SEC 
themselves to provide six food trucks and a drinks truck.  We say 
drinks truck because we know everyone wants real ale, but as of 
the time of going to press, the SEC is still confirming what they 
will be supplying and in what quantity.  The Food and Drinks 
trucks can be found in Hall 4 at the far left of the hall, and with 
seating for nearly 10% of the convention at a time, there should 
be no trouble in grabbing a bite to eat between programme 
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items or taking a longer break to recharge before heading back 
out again.

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About Our Programme
For Programme Attendees
Our programme includes panels and presentations on a wide 
range of topics, plus workshops, readings, and the chance to 
chat with authors and creators as well as with like-minded fans.

The daily programme starts at 10:00, in all venues including 
online (later on Thursday). Most programme items are scheduled 
to last for an hour, with a 30-minute break between items.

Note that some programme items are marked as 18+ due to the 
content that will be discussed. 

Online
Our online programme includes panels, workshops, and 
table talks, which will take place in an online space accessible 
from our member portal, as well as a large number of panels, 
presentations, and performances streamed live from Glasgow.

Many items will be available to watch at a later date. The online 
programme guide will list which ones are recorded.

You’ll be able to discuss all our programme items and ask 
questions during panels and presentations on the Glasgow 2024 
Discord server.

Academic Programme
The Academic Track has presentations and round table 
discussions on a variety of subjects that touch on science fiction, 
fantasy, and other genre elements as well as sessions on the 
history of Scotland. Papers are grouped by theme.

Table Talks
Formerly known as Kaffeeklatsches and Literary Beers, table 
talks offer you a chance to sit down with authors, creators, and 
other interesting people - including our Guests of Honour and 
Special Guests - for a small informal chat. All in-person table 
talks will be in Hall 4 in the designated area from 10:00 (later on 
Thursday) until 17:00 (earlier on Monday). Some table talks will 
also take place online.

Sign-ups for table talks will be online only from Tuesday 6th 
August at 12:00, Glasgow time. Links to all of the sign-ups will be 
available at: https://glasgow2024.org/whats-on/programme/
tabletalks. If you are unable to sign up online, help will be 
provided at the Information Desk.

The process for signing up for in-person and online table talks 
is the same. Exact times for when each block of sign-ups closes 
will be released closer to the date of the Convention. You will be 
notified by email at least 12 hours before the start of the table 
talk if you have been given a space. If you do not have access to 
your email, you will be able to check at the Information Desk.

Autographing
Autographing will take place in Hall 4 in the designated area from 
10:00 (later on Thursday) until 17:00 (earlier on Monday). Each 
author, creator, or other person who is signing items will have 
their own queue. Please follow the directions of Autographing 
staff and be courteous towards other fans when queuing.

Guidelines to help autographing run smoothly:

	.�	 You are limited to three items per author for each pass you 
make through the queue. In certain cases, the Autographing 
staff may need to lower this number.

	.�	 Once you have had your maximum number of items signed, 
you will be able to join the back of the queue for a second 
turn if the author has time to handle repeat requests.

	.�	 Authors have a maximum of one hour for their autographing 
sessions. If there are too many people for the author to sign 
for within this time, Autographing staff may need to close 
the queue for that author before the session is over.

	.�	 To avoid misspellings and misheard dedications, post-it 
notes will be supplied to spell your name in advance and 
ask for any desired dedications.

	.�	 Seating is available if you are unable to stand in line for any 
length of time. Your place in the queue will be marked, and 
you can go straight to the front once the marker gets there.

Workshops

Meetups
Meetups (sometimes known as affinity groups, Birds of a Feather, 
or fan chats) are small discussion groups of interest to specific 
groups of people. They might be guided discussions or free-form 
chats, depending on the topic. Smaller meetups of fan groups 
and crafters will be in Hall 4 in the designated areas. Other 
meetups for affinity and professional groups will be scheduled in 
specific rooms, and some meetups will take place online.

No sign-up is required but if there are more people attending 
than the designated area or room has space for, we ask that 
you split the party and find your own space to continue the 
conversation; for example, in the Hall 4 social space or on the 
mezzanine in the Crowne Plaza.

Children’s Programme
The Children’s Programme takes place in the Jura and Barra 
rooms in the Crowne Plaza hotel from 13:00 to 17:00 on 
Thursday, 10:00 to 17:00 on Friday, Saturday and Sunday, and 
10:00 to 15:30 on Monday.

The Children’s Programme is staffed by vetted staff and 
volunteers at all times, and Glasgow 2024 has appointed two 
Safeguarding Officers in accordance with UK and Scottish 
regulations. Children must have registered and received their 
Worldcon badges at convention registration before they can 
attend Children’s Programme.

Please note that childcare is located in the Campanile Hotel 
which is approximately a 10-15 minute walk away.

Our Children’s Programme is packed full of fun and exciting 
events including a visit from our guest astronaut, hands-on 
science workshops, musical sessions, interactive writing and 
storytelling sessions, and lots of crafting. 

While we expect the main enjoyers of our Children’s Programme 
will be in the age 6–12 group, particular sessions are geared 
more towards either preschool children or younger teens. There 
is a recommended age in each session description to help guide 
your choices.

Adult supervision is required at all times for all children aged 6 
and under, including during programme sessions. For children 
aged 7–11 we recommend a responsible adult remains with 
the child, particularly during workshops to provide assistance 
if needed, but otherwise Children’s Programme staff will be 
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operating a sign-in-sign-out system. Children aged 12 and above 
may attend unaccompanied.

Some workshops will require signing up in advance due to a 
limited number of spaces. The responsible adult will need to 
sign up in the same way as for other workshops at https://
glasgow2024.org/whats-on/programme/childrens/. 

Filk
As well as filk concerts each day, we will have filk circles every 
night from 21:00 till late in the Staffa/Shuna room in the Crowne 
Plaza hotel. A secure instrument store will be available nearby. 

Gaming
Games Area
The Games Area will be running from when Hall 4 opens in the 
morning and will be available until Hall 4 closes at 02:00. Rent, 
Shuffle, and Roll will be running a games library through the day 
and will allow all members of Worldcon to borrow games for the 
length of the convention.

Additionally, Games Masters will run games throughout the day 
and we’ll be offering games on demand as well as organised 
play. The full schedule will be available closer to the convention 
time, but we anticipate having a variety of tabletop games, from 
classic Traveller to Blood on the Clocktower.

With gaming being one of our main focuses, we have brought 
on the specialists at RP Haven and West End Games to help out 
across the convention, and if you have any questions, they’ll be 
happy to help.

Gaming Area and Children
All attendees aged under 16 need to have their parent or 
guardian present if they are in the games area and playing a 
game. The parent or guardian does not need to play the game 
with them, but they will need to be present.  In addition, some 
games have an age limit and this will be strictly adhered to.

ARC at Glasgow University
Vision
The University of Glasgow has a strong presence in studies of 
the fantastic and gaming in all of their forms. Our collaboration 
with the University, and particularly with the Centre for Fantasy 
and the Fantastic and the Games and Gaming Lab presents 
compelling perspectives to convention members not usually 
available at a Worldcon. We hope that members of the Worldcon 
will leave the convention with the expanded horizons that come 
from interactions with a research community that is immersed 
in the study of genre, literature, media culture, and their 
significance for society.

What is happening and where is it happening?
A series of items on campus at the University’s Advanced 
Research Centre (ARC), ranging from Fantasy and Gaming 
research showcases to Fantasy MLitt Masters taster sessions 
and playtesting of UofGGamesLab research-led games. 
Members of the University community will also be participating 
in panels in the main programme at the SEC.

The ARC is located at 11 Chapel Lane, Glasgow G11 6EW on the 
Glasgow University campus, close to the Kelvingrove Museum. 
We are using the seminar suite and exhibition space, which are 
both fully accessible.

Centre for Fantasy and the Fantastic Research 
Showcase — Saturday 10th August (PM)
Hear about the full range of research on Fantasy being 
conducted at the University of Glasgow in a series of lightning 
talks from around fifteen different researchers affiliated with the 
Centre for Fantasy and the Fantastic, including its Directors, 
Professors Dimitra Fimi and Matthew Sangster, its members, 
and its doctoral researchers. The talks will be split into two 
sessions with time for questions and for meeting Centre 
members in breaks between and after the talks.

Fantasy Master’s Taster Sessions - Monday 12th 
August (AM)
Discuss a range of fantastic texts with tutors and doctoral 
students affiliated with the University of Glasgow’s unique MLitt 
in Fantasy Literature.  The Centre for Fantasy and the Fantastic 
will offer a series of 75-minute small-group seminars, including 
discussions of early fantastical narratives, canonical authors 
such as J.R.R. Tolkien and Ursula K. Le Guin, contemporary 
Fantasy fictions, and fantasies in diverse forms.

In 1507 alchemist John Damian flew from the ramparts of Stirling Castle 
to demonstrate the efficacy of flight to King James IV. He plummeted to 
earth and broke his thigh bone. We might not know of this momentous 
failure were it not for the seething envy of poet William Dunbar. When 
an enemy's ignominious defeat is not sufficient humiliation, the truly 
vengeful turns to poetry. Dunbar glories in Giovanni Damiano's failure to 
launch, but recording his crash landing is not sufficient to exorcise the 
revulsion he feels at the alchemist's unnatural magic--nor is it sufficient 
to dispel his apparent favour with the king, who remains fascinated with 
the modern science of alchemy. Unlike John Leslie's more measured 
account in A Historie of Scotland, Dunbar portrays Damian's flight as 
not only a failure, but as the logical end of a swindler and possibly even 
a murderer--and one of the 'sonis of Sathanis seid'. Dunbar sees the 
birds who attack him as 'Sanct Martynis fowle' representing nature as an 
aspect of the divine. The poet, claiming also to be divinely inspired, must 
take their part against the 'deviant con artist.'

The Dance from France: the importance 
of Scottish sources in the study of early 
nineteenth century French quadrille technique

France's dominance in western social dance continued into the early 
nineteenth century with the advent of the quadrille, a multi-part dance 
in square formation that is ancestral to both Irish set dancing and 
American square dancing of the present day. Two treatises published in 
Edinburgh and one Scottish manuscript provide the earliest and most 
detailed English-language information on the basic techniques, range 
of variations, and later evolution of the steps of the French quadrille. 
Alexander Strathy's Elements of the Art of Dancing (Edinburgh, 1822) 
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and the anonymous Scottish manuscript Contre Danses &agrave; Paris 
(1818) are well-known to dance historians for their detailed descriptions 
of early quadrille style. More obscure is Madame Suingl&eacute;'s Petits 
Secrets in Dancing (Edinburgh, 1848), which documents the transition 
in movement style from the elaborate ballet-like technique of the early 
nineteenth century to the gliding walk of dancers of later in the century. 
This paper will provide a non-technical review of the contents of these 
three works and explore their particular connections with France as well 
as their significance to the modern study of social dance evolution.

Jacobites, Amerindians, Liberals, and an 
Alligator

Robert Ferguson's treatment of Scotland's colonial policies drove him to 
a Jacobite defence of the governments and rights of Native Americans. 
Ferguson was a Scottish Minister and Radical Whig who converted to 
Jacobitism. He joined the ranks of Whiggish Jacobites calling for a Stuart 
restoration along classically liberal, Lockean lines. In 1699 he published 
A Just and Modest Vindication of the Scots Design, for the Having 
Established a Colony at Darien. This book seeks to substantiate the 
Scottish colonial title to Darien by sketching a theological framework of 
native rights. Ferguson applied his principles of contract theory, limited 
government, natural property rights, etc. to Amerindians. He even 
advocated rebellion against colonial powers. Sir William Keith, governor 
of Pennsylvania, and a former Jacobite utilized the Vindication as he 
crafted his 1730 Cherokee Treaty which influenced the 1732 Carolina-
Creek treaty and the Yamacraw/Creek treaties of James Oglethorpe, 
another Jacobite, from 1733 to 1743. Ferguson's Whiggish Jacobite 
principles informed a Jacobite approach to Native American relations 
for over a decade. This paper argues that the existence of this Jacobite

defence of indigenous rights offers an alternative trajectory of British 
Empire in the Americas under a Stuart restoration. There is also an 
alligator involved.

Industry

The image of the "herring lassie" is an enduring one in Scottish identity. 
Old photographs and paintings of fishwives and fish gutters, grinning in 
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front of rows of barrels or looking forlornly out to sea, remain popular 
with tourists who visit the Scottish coast. But who were these women 
who worked hard gutting herring for the largest fishing industry in 
Europe? From the mid-19th to mid-20th centuries, thousands of women 
followed the herring shoals around Britain, Ireland and beyond to gut 
freshly landed fish and pack them into barrels. They faced harsh working 
conditions with a resilient spirit.

In this talk, Meg Hyland will use the words of the women's work songs 
to illuminate lives full of hard work, blood, fish guts, tears and, above all, 
laughter. The women sang while working, at dances hosted in their small 
wooden huts, and while striking for higher wages. They sang in Scottish 
Gaelic, English and Scots, learning from each other and sharing music 
across ethnic and national lines. Listen to archival recordings and learn 
how herring gutters used music to keep their spirits up in one of the 
toughest jobs for women in all of Scotland's history.

The decades-long campaign for the right to vote on equal terms with 
men is often framed as something that only really happened in London. 
However, there were suffragist societies and suffragette activism across 
the length and breadth of Scotland. Some of these built on previous 
campaigning such as the fight against chattel slavery and the temperance 
movement. Protests & Suffragettes, a creative project led by a team of 
artists, activists, and local historians has spent nearly 10 years working to 
recover and re-voice the histories of women activists in Scotland.

During 2020/21, we conducted archival research and worked with 
academics and librarians to recover the history of the suffrage 
movement in Scotland and the women involved in it. From this we 
created a trump card game and an accompanying education pack, 
which we gifted to 100 schools across every region of Scotland. I will 
cover some of the key women, stories and events that we found. As 
Adele Patrick of Glasgow Women’s Library once inspiringly asked...

The pursuit of accusations of witchcraft made against six women and one 
man in the village of Corstorphine near Edinburgh in 1649 can usefully open 
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up the history of witch hunting in Scotland between 1563 and 1736. Among 
the thousands of victims, these seven cases may be small in number - five 
people died, and two others were released after a spell of imprisonment 
- but the vividly detailed records in the local church minute book tell a 
story typical of innumerable others. Accused and accusers were ordinary 
inhabitants, engaged in a confrontational procedure that casts great 
light on both everyday life in early modern Scotland and the beliefs that 
prompted conflict and the loss of several thousand lives. Though typical, 
this microhistory is a challenge to some of the stereotypes that still tend to 
dominate histories of witch hunting in this period.
